Restaurant Info

The fairgrounds has a restaurant (Graham Building) and many concession areas (be sure to try the booth that sales roasted corn - a NC treat). Heading towards downtown Raleigh along Hillsborough Rd will take you to many restaurants like Burger King, Arby's, and Kentucky Fried Chicken. The strip along Glenwood Ave from Duraleigh to I-440 Beltline is minutes away and has numerous places like O’Brian’s Ribs, Darryl’s, Golden Corral, Fat Daddy’s, Boston Market, Chili’s, Lone Star, Ragazzi’s, etc. Crabtree Valley Mall has a large food court, and the mall has several nicer restaurants like Kanki and P.K. Chang's. Olde Raleigh Shopping Center (corner Duraleigh and Edwards Mill) is only 1 mile from the fairgrounds and has a grocery store (Harris Teeter) and several nice restaurants like Crowley’s, K&S Cafeteria, China Star, Starbucks, Schlotzsky’s Deli, and Char Grill. Or experience the most famous restaurant in the area - Angus Barn - but be sure to have a reservation, nice attire, and deep pockets.
